 Originated from Langstaff SS due to growth in French 

Immersion
• Demand for French Immersion programming in the 

secondary panel has declined

Background: Secondary French Immersion 
in Richmond Hill



• Langstaff SS currently has 45 students in French 
Immersion in Grades 10-12

• A small class of Grade 9 students were redirected to 
Thornlea SS

• Thornlea SS currently has 218 students in its French 
Immersion program

• Both French Immersion programs can be 
accommodated in one school

Proposed French Immersion 
Accommodation Plan

Effective September 2026:
• Merging the French Immersion boundaries of 

Langstaff SS and Thornlea SS 
• Current Grade 8 French Immersion students who 

will be Grade 9 in September 2026 will now attend 
Thornlea SS

• Current Grade 9 French Immersion students who 
were redirected from Langstaff SS will remain at 
Thornlea SS until graduation

• In 2028 French Immersion programming will be 
phased out of Langstaff SS
